The 
intent is to add flavor and complexity. The spices 

used could be anything from cinnamon and vanilla, 
to stronger flavors like anise and pepper.

In an attempt to bring you the most sought after and hard to find rums, we’ve compiled a list that is, unfortunately, subject to availability. 
If we are out of any rum on the list, you can assume members of the crew are currently out looting and pillaging and will bring it back for you soon.

Following the lead of their pirate foes, the British Royal Navy swapped their daily beer 
rations for a daily ration of a half-pint of 160 proof (80%) alcohol in 1740. The rum was 
usually mixed with  the daily lime ration (nicknamed “limeys”) the sailors had to wash 

down to fight scurvy.

  “The chief fiddling they make in the 
island is Rumbullion, alias Kill Divil, 
and this made of sugar canes distilled, 
a hot, hellish, and terrible liquor.”
